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COLLEGE ACCEPTANCES  Students are asked to bring in copies of their letters of acceptance, offers of 
admission, letters of denial and scholarship/award letters to Ms. Vaughn in the Career Center.  This information is 
used to compile accurate statistical information for Naviance, state reports and our records. 
 
SEND MID-YEAR REPORTS TO ACCEPTED COLLEGES  Most colleges/universities require Mid-Year Grades as 
part of the application.  Mid-Year Grade Reports are a report card of your first semester grades, including mid-year 
exam grades. Seniors should provide the Counseling Center with a stamped, business-sized envelope addressed to 
the college admissions office.  Please make sure to put your name on the inside flap of the envelope.

Also on that page, you’ll find a link to a 
chart that offers estimates of how junior PSAT scores predict junior SAT scores (You’ll find that link in the section

SAT  College-bound juniors should plan to take the SAT here at UHS on March 1, 2008. The deadline to register is 
January 29, 2008.  The earlier you register, the better; it’s a popular SAT date.  Register online at 
www.collegeboard.com    
 
The PSSA WRITING Assessment will be given in English classes to all 11th graders- February 12, 13, 14, 2008. 
  
The PSSA MATH & READING Tests will be given to all 11th graders- April 1, 2, 3, 2008.   
  
The PLAN test will be given to 10th graders on 2 of 3 days during April 1, 2, 3, 2008.  This test predicts how well-
prepared students are for the ACT.  
 
College-bound juniors who wish to take the ACT at UHS on April 12, 2008, are reminded that the deadline to register 
is March 7, 2008. Information for registering online and for Preparing for the ACT is in the Counseling Center. 
 
The PSSA SCIENCE Assessment will be given to all 11th graders- April 29, 30, May 1, 2008. 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT EXAM REGISTRATION will take place March 3-14, 2008 in the Counseling Center. All 
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FINANCIAL AID 
 

DCCC is hosting a FINANCIAL AID INFORMATION NIGHT on January 8, 2008, 6:30-9:30PM at their main campus. 
This is an excellent evening of information about the FAFSA, PHEAA Grants and Loans, Education Loans and 
Smart Borrowing, Education Planner, the CSS Financial Aid Profile form, and Financial Aid Q and A. 
 
FinAid  The website, www.finaid.org is an excellent source for honest financial aid information.  
 
FAFSA  The official website for information on the Free Application for Federal Student Aid is www.fafsa.ed.gov . 
There are similar FAFSA-related websites but this is the one to use when filing your FAFSA on the Web.  To save 
time, both students and parents should apply for a PIN. Each year that you apply for financial aid you can use your 
PIN to access and electronically sign your FAFSA. You and your parents do not need to apply for a new PIN from 
one year to the next. The PIN stays the same.  You will use it to sign your application electronically, check and make 
changes to your application and access your Student Aid Report.  
The FAFSA may also be used to apply for aid from other sources, such as your state or school. Those deadlines 
may be different from the federal deadlines and you may be required to complete additional forms. FAFSA applica-
tions cannot be submitted before January 1, 2008, but the sooner you get it in, the better, even if you have not filed 
your income tax return.  First time applicants be careful of the deadlines for all financial aid forms set by the colleges 
you have applied to – they may be as early as February 15, 2008.  FAFSA has a great customer service line. 
 
SCHOLARSHIPS  If School Counselor input is required (official transcript, GPA, recommendation, etc.), scholarship 
applications must be given to your School Counselor at least 10 school days before the application deadline. If the 
application is to be mailed, students must provide stamps and an 10”x13” envelope. A list of scholarships is kept on 
the Counseling Center website at http://uhs.ucfsd.org/counseling/counselingindex.htm  More information is available 
in the Career Center in the Scholarship Binder.  For advice on how to search for scholarships, see the article below 
entitled Where the College Scholarships Are.

Develop Your Scholarship Strategy 

Although most student aid comes in the form of federal education loans and grants from colleges, scholarships-with 
their lure of "free money"-get a huge amount of attention from students and their parents. If you decide to invest your 
time in a search for scholarships, it©s important to have an organized system to find, apply for, and win scholarship 
money. 
 
Start With a Personal Inventory 

Most of the information you will be asked for on a scholarship search questionnaire will be easy to come up with -- 
year in school, citizenship, state of residence, religion, ethnic background, disability, military status, employer, 
membership organizations, and so forth. 

Beyond those questions, you will have to give some thought to your academic, extracurricular, and career plans. 
You should ask yourself: 

Do I want to participate in a competition? If so, what are my talents and interests?  
What subject do I plan to major in?  
What career do I plan to pursue?  
Do I want to apply for all types of aid or only scholarships?

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Your answers to these questions will help determine your scholarship eligibility. Take your time brainstorming and 
don©t overlook anything-the more personal characteristics you discover, the more scholarships you could potentially 
apply for. 

 
Research Local Scholarships First 

In general, the smaller the geographical area a scholarship covers, the better your chances of winning. Begin with 
your high school counseling office.  Counselors will know about scholarships for students graduating from your high 
school. They may also be aware of scholarships for residents of your town, county, and state. 

Your next stop should be the college aid section of your public library. Most libraries will have a number of books 
about financial aid, including scholarship guides such as the College Board©s Scholarship Handbook. They also may 
have information on local scholarships. 

Then it©s time to start looking at large national scholarships such as Reserve Officer Training Corps (ROTC), 
National Merit, Gates Millennium, Intel Science, Coca-Cola, and Robert Byrd. 

 
Check Membership Organizations and Employers 

You should never have to pay for scholarship information. Organizations of all types and sizes sponsor scholarships-
leave no stone unturned. Explore categories you might not have considered, such as religious, community service, 
fraternal, military, union, and professional. 

And don©t forget your parents. Many large companies offer scholarships or tuition programs for children of 
employees. If you are uncertain, ask your parent to check with his or her human resources department. 

Don©t overlook student jobs. Employers like fast food chains, department stores, and supermarkets often give 
scholarships. Awards related to student employment can come from unexpected sources. For example, there are a 
number of scholarships for golf caddies. 

 

Use a Free Scholarship Search Service 

A scholarship search company collects information on hundreds of awards and compares your student 
characteristics with scholarship restrictions. Based on your answers to a questionnaire, you will receive a list of 
possible scholarships. It is up to you to decide which ones you will try for. 

You should never have to pay for scholarship information. If you©re asked to pay a fee for "exclusive" scholarship 
leads, there©s a good chance your scholarship service is really a scholarship scam.

Contact Your State Department of Higher Education 

Almost every state has a scholarship program for residents -- keep in mind, however, that awards are usually limited 
to students who attend college in-state. For example, the Pennsylvania Higher Education Assistance Agency offers

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the NEW ECONOMY TECHNOLOGY SCHOLARSHIP (NETS) to academically-qualified Pennsylvanians who 
decide to attend in-state colleges and universities and agree to work full-time in PA following graduation, one year 
for each year that a scholarship is received. 
 
 
Research Institutional Scholarships 

Since the vast majority of all scholarship money is disbursed by colleges, it makes sense to research what kinds of 
scholarships are available at the schools that interest you. Check out college websites, catalogs, and financial aid 
offices for this information. Institutional awards can be offered on a university-wide basis, or within a particular 
college or major. Eligibility for such awards can be based on merit, financial need, intended major, ethnicity, or a 
variety of other factors. Here are some questions you might want to ask about these awards: 

Are scholarships awarded automatically if a student matches certain criteria (such as GPA or SAT® score)?  
What is the application procedure? What materials are required?  
Is the award renewable? What are the requirements to maintain the award?

PROCESS SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS. 
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EMERGENCY SCHOOL CLOSING PROCEDURES 
 

Each year the possibility of impassable roads, hazardous driving conditions, and mechanical breakdown 
of heating or water systems makes it necessary to plan for such emergencies. When weather forecasts 
indicate the possibility of hazardous driving conditions or impassable roads, the decision to close school 
will be made prior to 5:45 AM on the day of the closing. (In rare, extreme circumstances the decision may be made 
the night prior to the closure). The decision will be announced periodically by the following radio and television sta-
tions (listen for the UCFSD SCHOOL CLOSING NUMBER  850):
