Mr. Ken Batchelor, Assistant to the 
Superintendent, and I have spoken to all 11th grade English classes 
regarding these tests.  In speaking to the importance of these assessments 
for both the student and the school, we highlighted two items: 

1.)   Students not achieving Proficient on either of these tests will 
be 
placed in a semester “Mastery Course”  in their senior year.  
Passing of this course will need to occur in order to graduate 
from Unionville High School. 

2.)   Those students who perform to the Proficient level in both 
assessments in April will be exempt from all senior final 
exams. 

Our goal is to provide the best possible delivery of the curriculum in 
conjunction   with working smarter in preparing for the tests themselves.  
Also, Science PSSA will occur for 11th grade students April 28-30.  This is 
the second year of these tests that now are an annual part of state 
assessment of student achievement.

·  Please be prepared to report on the 
outcome of your project 1 year 
following your grant approval date. 
·  The grant review process will take 
about 4-6 weeks (grant submitted after 
March 31st may take longer, as the 
board reconvenes in the late summer).
