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·  This year all 10th and 11th graders will take the 
Prelimary Scholastic Aptitude Test (PSAT), which is 
designed to help prepare students for the SAT in their 
junior and/or senior year.  Research indicates that 
multiple test taking of the PSAT results in increased 
SAT scores.  Presently, only a small number of our 10th 
grade students were voluntarily taking the PSAT, so 
we’ve decided to administer the PSAT to all 10th and 
11th graders during the school day on Wed, October  14, 
2009. 

·  As a way to recognize students who go “Above and 
Beyond”  to help make the high school a warm, 
welcoming place, teachers will be on the lookout for 
students who “Think Critically and Act Responsibly.”   
Teachers will have the opportunity to nominate a student 
who demonstrates exceptional positive qualities for an 
“Above and Beyond”  recognition.  Selected students 
will be awarded a free pass for themself and a guest to 
one home sports event; the pass may be used within one 
month of receipt. 

 
On behalf of our entire high school staff, it is a privilege to 
serve both parents and students to provide the best possible 
educational experience.  I deeply believe in the importance of 
a strong student-parent-school connection, so if you have a 
question, comment or concern, please do not hesitate to 
contact me.

PLAN TEST: This is the practice test for the ACT.  Once again, all 10th graders will take this test in school.  More 
information will be announced soon. 
  
SAT TEST PREPARATION 
Get ready for the SAT by taking an official practice test at www.CollegeBoard.com. This will allow students to 
reinforce test-taking skills, become familiar with the test format, and learn where to focus additional study. 
This is the same practice test that appears in the SAT Practice Test Booklet. These are available in the Counseling 
Center.  Go online to enter your answers, get a score report, and view answer explanations. Collegeboard also has 
tips for testing day. 
 
COLLEGEBOARD recommends the following test taking strategies: 
·  Answer easy questions first. The easier questions are usually at the start of the section, and the harder ones are 
at the end. The exception is in the critical reading section, where questions are ordered according to the logic and 
organization of each passage.�
·  Make educated guesses. If you can rule out one or more answer choices for multiple-choice questions, you have 
a better chance of guessing the right answer.�
·  Skip questions that you really can't answer. No points are deducted if an answer is left blank.�
Limit your time on any one question. All questions are worth the same number of points. If you need a lot of time to 
answer a question, go on to the next one. Later, you may have time to return to the question you skipped.�

Work hard 
to maintain good grades throughout 11th grade. Your high school transcript reflects your freshman, 
sophomore and junior grades. That is the transcript that accompanies your college application. Your report 
cards are sent to colleges throughout your senior year.�

 
·  If you are thinking about playing a Division I or II sport in college, you must register with http://

www.ncaaclearinghouse.net.  At the end of 11th grade, provide Mrs. Williams with Release Copy 1 and 2 for 
current transcript and final transcript.�

 
·  It’s never too early to think about Financial Aid. Scholarship opportunities are listed on the Counseling Center 

website and in Naviance. State grant money is based on your and your parents’ 2010 tax returns. Check out 
the PA Student Aid Guide under Most Popular Places at www.pheaa.org�

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SENIORS 
·  Ask two teachers for letters of recommendation.  Give them your completed Request for Letter of 

Recommendation form.  If you are requesting a letter of recommendation from your School Counselor, please 
complete the Autobiographical Sketch and have your parents fill out the Parent Information Sheet.�
 

·  Access college applications online. Begin working on your applications and college essays.  Make a note of 
application deadlines and specific admission requirements.  Continue visiting colleges and write “Thank You” 
notes to admissions offices. Download the “College Application Checklist” on the Counseling Center website to 
help you stay organized.�

 
·  Begin researching scholarships and the Financial Aid process. State grant money is based on your and your 

parents’ 2009 tax return. Scholarship opportunities are listed on the Counseling Center website and in Naviance. 
Check out the PA Student Aid Guide under Most Popular Places at www.pheaa.org Submit the FAFSA as soon 
as you can after January 1, 2010.  www.finaid.org is the best website to find information about financial aid.�

 
·   Register for the SAT Subject Tests if required.�
 
·   Work hard to maintain good grades throughout 12th grade.  Colleges have the right to rescind an offer of 

admission if final senior grades are not commensurate with previous grades.�
 
 

UHS COUNSELING CENTER APPLICATION PROCEDURES  
 
College application season is a very exciting and busy time for all involved: students, parents and counseling staff!  
Your counselor looks forward to answering any questions you may have, as well as assisting you with the final 
submission of your college applications.  To avoid any confusion, we would like to make the following guidelines to 
aid in efficient submission of your applications.  In general, all application materials are mailed together in one 
envelope.  This would obviously exclude applications where the student part is submitted on-line, or where the 
college or university requires that the student, teacher or counselor mail their own piece of the application 
individually. 
 
·  The Counseling Center requires 10 school days to complete and mail out your applications.  You must make 

an appointment with your counselor to submit your applications. We suggest that you make a copy of your 
application for your own records, before submitting it to the Counseling Center.  The Counseling Center is 
responsible for completing any counselor forms or school statistics, for enclosing an official transcript, a school 
profile sheet, and recommendations that the student has on file.�

 
·  A signed release form (by a parent if student is not at least 18 years old) must accompany each of your 

applications – this gives us permission to mail your records and to release certain things, such as 
recommendations or test scores.�

 
·  Students are responsible for asking teachers for letters of recommendation, and for following up to be sure 

they were either given to the counselor or mailed directly to the institution.  Remember, some teachers are 
asked to write numerous recommendations.  Be sure to give the writer 4 weeks notice before you plan to turn 
in your applications to your counselor.�

·  If the college requires that recommendations be mailed directly, you must provide the teacher with 
an addressed and appropriately stamped envelope. 

·  We advise that students use the “Request for Recommendation”  form, available in the 
Counseling Center, when asking for a recommendation.

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·  If you want your counselor to write you a letter of recommendation, your counselor will ask that you and a parent 

complete the Student Autobiographical Sketch and Parental Information Sheet found in the Junior Planning 
Guide.�

 
·  Please provide an envelope (10 X 13) addressed to each school for which you submit an application.  We will 

affix a return address label.  It is recommended that you submit four stamps per envelope, as they weigh quite a 
bit once we add in all our materials (Do not affix the stamps; if it doesn’t need four, we will return the extras to 
you).�
 

·  Please be sure that if you are paying the application fee by check, that the check is secured to your application 
by a paper clip (or stapled, if the application requires).�
 

·  It is the student’s responsibility to have all the required items with each application.  Incomplete applications may 
be returned to you.  You must provide a copy of your essay for each application that requires it.  If you are 
using the Common Application, you must make copies of the student part of the application – we will only make 
copies of the School Report form and teacher recommendations.  Additionally, if you completed your application 
on-line, be sure that you have downloaded any forms that the school or counselor may need to complete the 
application process. 
 

·  For all schools requiring SAT or ACT scores, please be sure to know whether each school requires official 
scores.  If they require official scores, this means you must have the testing company release your scores 
directly to the college, meaning the copy that we submit from the Counseling Center will not count.  Failure to 
do so can significantly delay if not result in a denial of admission from a particular school.  If you are unclear as 
to how to send official scores, please see someone in the Counseling Center.  To take care of sending scores 
via the internet: 

·  SAT Scores www.collegeboard.com 
·  ACT Scores www.act.org 

 
·  If you are planning to play a Division I or II sport, then you are responsible for visiting the NCAA website at 

www.ncaaclearinghouse.net.  Follow the directions provided by the NCAA.  The process will include you 
downloading and printing a release form to be brought to the Counseling Center.  Please also bring a stamped 
envelope addressed as indicated on the NCAA website.�

 
·  Your counselor will be happy to proof read your essay and offer feedback if you request it and provide them with 

time and a rough draft! 
·  The cardinal rule while going through this process is to COMMUNICATE with your counselor.  We are 

here to help and support you, and we want to be sure you have every opportunity to be admitted to the 
schools of your choice!   

 
·  Also, remember to communicate with the schools to which you have applied.  Sometimes schools 

send post cards letting you know something is missing or that your application is complete.  Admissions 
offices will not consider you a nuisance if you call just to double check that all materials are there.  Better 
to be safe than sorry!
